RKB R ECOMMENDS ...  

Water supply lines to your toilet and washing machine are one of 

the most neglected but potentially damaging maintenance items in 
your home.  We recommend inspecting them closely and if there is 

any doubt replace them with braided stainless steel lines which can 

be purchased at your local home improvement store.  
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This remodel of a 1980ôs master bathroom includes all marble tile & countertops, a bidet, a  

freestanding soaker tub, custom -built mirror frames, and amazing cabinetry.  

Every year in the United States, about 3,000 people lose their lives in  

residential fires. Most fire victims die from inhalation of smoke and toxic 
gases, not as a result of burns. Most deaths and injuries occur in fires that 
happen at night while the victims are asleep. The risk of dying from fires in 

homes without smoke alarms is twice as high as in homes that have working 
smoke alarms.  

 
All smoke alarms should be tested at least once a month to make sure they 
operate properly.  If a smoke alarm is battery operated (or uses a battery 

back -up) replace the batteries at least once a year to make sure the alarm will work if it is 
needed.  Itôs good practice to make replacement of batteries a seasonal routine, such as 

when resetting clocks in the spring or fall.
